Privacy notice for the school workforce

The categories of personal information that we process include the following:

We collect and use your information for the following reasons:
e Toenable the development of a comprehensive picture of the workforce and how it is deployed
e Toinform the development of recruitment and retention policies
e To enable individuals to be paid
To comply with Government census requirements
e For communication purposes

Underthe GDPR, the legal basis/bases we rely on for processing personal information for general purposes are:
e Forthe purpose of enabling individuals to be paid, in accordance with the legal basis of contract
e Making communication with workforce when not in school

We collect your personal information via the following methods:
e Application Forms
e Updates by individuals

Workforce data is essentialfor the school’s operational use. Whilst the majority of information you provide to
us is mandatory, some of it is requested on a voluntary basis. We will inform you at the point of collection
whether you are required to provide certain information to us or if you have a choice.

Your personal information is retained in line with the school’s Records Management Policy.

All information we share with the DfE is transferred securely and held by the DfE under a combination of
software and hardware controls which meet the current government security policy framework.

The DfE may share yourinformation with third parties who promote the education or wellbeing of pupils or the
effective deployment of staff by:

e Conducting research or analysis

e Producing statistics

e Providing information, advice or guidance

The DfE has robust processes in place to ensure that the confidentiality of personal information is maintained
and there are controls in place regarding access to and use of the information. The DfE makes decisions on
whether they will share personal information with third parties based on an approval process, w here the
following areas are considered in detail:

e Whois requesting the information?

e The purpose for which the information is required

e The level and sensitivity of the information requested

e The arrangements in place to securely store and handle the information

To have access to school workforce information, organisations must comply with strict terms and conditions
covering the confidentiality and handling of information, security arrangements and retention of the
information.

Under the Data Protection Act 2018, you are entitled to ask the DfE what personal information it holds about
you. You have the right to ask the DfE:

e Have your personal data rectified if it is inaccurate or incomplete

e Not be subjectto decision based purely on automated processing where it produces a legal or similarly
significant effect on you

e Requestthe deletion or removal of personaldata where this is no compelling reason for the continued
processing

Where ourschool processes your personal data with your consent, you have the right to withdraw your consent
atany time.

If you change your mind or are unhappy with how our school uses your personal data, you should let us know
by contacting Paula Field.

We may need to update this privacy notice periodically if we change how we collect and process date. The
school will inform you when this privacy notice has changed; however, we also recommend that you revisit this
privacy notice periodically.
