Pupils can access Class Charts and Seneca from the RM Unify portal. www.rmunify.com 
 
Seneca: Pupils access the Seneca tile via the RM Unify platform that they are very familiar with. They 
just need to logon to rmunify.com and type in their school email address and password. To access 
Seneca they just need to click on the Seneca tile on RM Unify and type in their school email address 
and the password seneca2020. If they have changed their password and have forgotten it, they can 
click on “forgotten password” and follow the link sent to their school email address. 
 
Pupils will complete four lessons of an hour and 15 minutes. Extra time has been allocated to support 
them with their independent learning, and also allow for rest breaks from screen time.
