 The opportunity for Careers Advice Sessions with our Careers Advisors, Stacey Lowe

 Engage and Curriculum Choices Evening on Thursday 13th February (further information to be given in due 

course)  
o This evening will include a pupil led market place where there will be an opportunity to speak to 

pupils currently studying all of the GCSE subjects to answer questions 
 A Careers Fair with local and national businesses and employers, as well as local Colleges and Sixth Forms 

(Friday 14th February) 
 Ongoing support from the Pupil Progress Team for Year 9, Mr Wiles and Miss Evans, before submission of 

the options forms on Friday 28th February  
 One-to-one coaching with Form Tutors during form time  

 
Both you and your child are currently at the first step on the journey of choosing the best subjects for KS4 study. 
Please spend time going through the booklet with your child. As parents/carers, it important that you read through 
and understand the ‘Important Points to Note’ sections on pages 6 and 7 for additional information on our bespoke 
curriculum and amendments to the traditional grading system.  
 



 

 

As you may be aware, nationally, there is an increased emphasis on the English Baccalaureate (EBacc). This is to 
reflect the Government’s ambition for more pupils to attain the EBacc qualification. The EBacc is a suite of subjects 
that, when studied together, provide a broad range of skills which are favoured by, and will prepare pupils for post-
16 study and future success. By taking the EBacc at St Gregory’s, pupils are still able to make choices within the 
EBacc suite of subjects, in addition to having a free choice from a list of qualifications. More information on the 
EBacc can be found on pages 6 & 7 of the booklet. In order to prepare our pupils to meet the demands of the 
competitive further education and employment market in the future, we have created a bespoke curriculum offer 
for each pupil. This reflects our knowledge of our pupils’ strengths and how best to support them for life after St 
Gregory’s Catholic High School.
